5. First, the Health care providers, Health care facilities and Laboratories would straightway notify the local health jurisdiction, which would enable isolation for suspected. Local health jurisdictions: would promptly notify to Department of Health (DOH) Communicable Disease Epidemiology (CDE) for further action.

6. Respiratory secretions spread measles and pertussis (whooping cough). Because transmission does not require direct contact with an infected person, the spread of measles becomes worse than Ebola. On average about 12-14 people get affected by one case of ebola outbreak. In the case of Ebola a person becomes contagious once the symptoms appear while for measles one is contagious several days prior to showing of signs and symptoms.
