Choose an emerging health issue within a specific country or region (e.g., sex trafficking occurring in the U.S. states bordering Mexico). 

Create a 12- to 15-slide Microsoft® PowerPoint® presentation, with detailed speaker notes, in which you analyze emerging global health issues related to the country or region of the world of your choice.

Note: The slides themselves should only contain essential information and as little text as possible. Do not design a slide presentation made up of long bullet points. Your speaker notes convey the details you would give if you were presenting. For additional help, view Microsoft’s training video on how to create speaker notes. Clearly summarize your chosen emerging health issue and explain how and why this issue impacts populations within your chosen country. 

In your presentation:
· Analyze the cause of the issue or illness. Consider: 
· Individual issues (e.g., personal hygiene) 
· Community (e.g., resources, demographics) 
· Family roles and structures (e.g., single-family households) 
· Culture (e.g., values, beliefs) 
· Environmental issues (e.g., access to technology and health care, geographic concerns) 
 
· Examine the factors that continue to exacerbate the issue or illness. Consider: 
· Individual 
· Community 
· Culture 
· Environmental 
 
· Create an action plan to improve the issue or illness. Consider: 
· Education 
· Communication 
· Relief workers 
· Technology
