For your SLP this session you will first need to pick a country that you are interested in. For each module, you will examine a different aspect of doing business in this country of your choice.
For SLP 1, you will be looking at the institutional environment of your country of choice. This will include various legal and regulatory requirements in this country faced by businesses, the political system in this country, and other factors such as corruption.
The World Bank has being doing an extensive study of the ease of doing business. Their “Doing Business” annual report is available on ProQuest and at thedoingbusiness.orgwebpage. This will give you a pretty detailed picture of various aspects of the institutional environment in your country.
In addition to the Doing Business report, use at least one other source. For example, Transparency International does an annual report on corruption around the world. The World Bank also publishes a set of Worldwide Governance Indicators including indices of political stability, rule of law, and several other institutional factors that may impact doing business in a country. These are just suggestions, you may find other sources as well.
Once you are doing your research on the country of your choice, write a 2- to 3-page paper covering the following issues:
1. The overall picture of how easy it is to do business in this country.
2. Type of government and level of political stability.
3. The legal/regulatory system in this country and whether or not it is conducive to doing business.
4. The impact of corruption on doing business in this country.

People Watching 101 – Naturalistic Observation

Many people enjoy sitting and watching other people.  As a budding psychologist, you should know that this is how psychologists often discover what they would like to study in greater depth.

For this assignment, you will go out into a space where people are congregating and observe them for about 30 minutes.  This type of research is called naturalistic observation.  The goal of naturalistic observation is to watch a naturally occurring behavior and not change it in any way.  People should not know they are being watched; otherwise, they may not act naturally.

Bring a pad of paper along with you and take notes about the things that you find interesting.  Just try to be unobtrusive.  Choose one particular behavior to focus on and watch several people.  Make sure that you focus on one behavior to watch and take notes on the behavior.  Try to be objective.  Note the behavior, but try not to interpret it.

Once you have completed your observations, attempt to form a theory about human behavior based on the observations you made.  Can you say anything about people in general based on what you saw?  Did you see similarities in people’s behaviors?

Document your findings in a 2 to 3 page paper.  Address the following:
1. Describe the setting and time period.
2. Describe the specific behavior you observed
3. How was the behavior measured?
4. What theory can you develop resulting from the observation?
5. Describe and provide rationale/support for your generalization.
