	Week 4’s assignment is to write a paper and create a 10-15 minute presentation on a famous thinker of your choice. 

Week 3’s assignment is to start Week 4’s paper by completing and submitting the following:
· List of 4-10 references that will be used in the paper. Even though 4 references are required, it is advisable to secure additional resources to be sure that at least 4 will be able to be used in the paper. 
· Draft paper containing short bullet points of information (bullet points only, no sentences or paragraphs at this time) to address each of the following sections of the paper. 
· Why this person was selected, including a ‘critical’ evaluation of why you consider this person a famous thinker.
· Information about the thinker’s contributions to society.
· The thinker’s personal/ social/ political environments and how you think these factors contributed to his or her creativity.
· The problems or issues that his or her ideas sought to solve. 
· A description of the solutions, and how his or her ideas were implemented. 
· The creative process of the thinker.
· A critique of the thinker’s ideas and what the thinker could have done differently.

Each section must have at least one bullet point. However, it is expected that information will be added, changed, deleted and/or reorganized by Week 4 when the final paper is submitted. 

Submit draft paper to the assignment section.

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	Complete the paper from the draft submitted in week 3. 

Write a 1,050- to 1,400-word paper. Include the following:

Why you selected this person, including a ‘critical’ evaluation of why you consider them a famous thinker.
Information about the thinker’s contributions to society.
The thinker’s personal/ social/ political environments and how you think these factors contributed to his or her creativity.
The problems or issues that his or her ideas sought to solve. 
A description of the solutions, and how his or her ideas were implemented. 
The creative process of the thinker.
A critique of the thinker’s ideas and what the thinker could have done differently.
 
Include at least four references.

Format your paper consistent with APA guidelines.

Create a 10-15 minute presentation addressing the bullet points.   

Submit the paper and PowerPoint to the assignments section.
