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The present balance sheet of the company Wal-Mart which complies with the GAAP reflects the items such as core operations of the company, non-operation net assets, debt claims, other capital claim, or equity claims in it. Now, we will determine where these items will fall in the economic balance sheet and what its relevance in it is. The core operations of the company which is the life blood of the business should take place in the business unit available and economic capital part of the economic balance sheet. It reflects the state of the business of the company better and shows the efficiency or weakness in the business as well. 
The non-operations should form a subsidiary part of the same report where it will determine what the requirement of such assets to the company is and how the company is thinking to make it operative assets to yield returns out of it. The debt claims of the company will fall place in the risk and significance of the report of the company. It will show the debt claims that are pending with the company and how much of the liquidity does the company possess. This will also help to ascertain the costs of such debt to the company and the beneficial factor too. The other capital claim will form a part of such report. 
The equity claims will fall in the place fund and member management where the funds so deployed will be seen how much of it has yielded returns and what is the member utility added by such funds. 
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The other items which should form the part of the economic balance sheet and which is yet not the part of the actual balance sheet are firstly, the former should contain the real economic return to the company where the company will consider the real profits made available to the company and any windfall gain would be cut down. 
Secondly, the mark of the economic events of the company which affects the economic profit should be given separately. 
Thirdly, the inclusion of the risks and contingencies on the debt and other capital claims of the company should be detailed and such risks should be measured in terms of the amount of the money which would be given up for it. All this should form the essential part of the economic report as it shows the detailed economic position of the company as compared to the GAAP reports. 
The information in the GAAP reports pertaining to the economic report as given above is reflected in the financial statement sections of the company. It can be seen that the Balance Sheet, Profit and Loss Statement and the Cash Flow Statement reflects the major assets and liabilities and other information. Apart from this, the notes to accounts, the review reports and other such areas reflect the detailed scenario of each element which could then be taken into the economic reports to make it better. 
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
