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Objective: Create an argument that explains your point of view.

Lunsford and Ruszkiewicz state that "Images make arguments of their own. A photograph, for example isn't a faithful representation of reality; it's shaped by the photographer's point of view" (328).

"Those who produce images fashion the messages that those images convey, but those who "read" those images are by no means passive. To some extent, we actively shape what we see and have learned to see things according to their meanings within our culture. People don't always see things the same way" (328-329).

Process:

· Write an essay that discusses your perception or point of view of Tsarnaev's portrayal, whether it be by the media (this can take different forms/mediums: Internet, magazines, television, and newspapers), readers, or fans. Question such as these can help in forming your ideas:How is he perceived by the media? Do they influence the way he is perceived by readers? Is the way he is perceived or 'interpreted' differently based on who his audience is? Why has he become or is becoming an iconic figure in the eyes of young people and/or his fans? Is this a new concept or have people often desired a figure who is not seen favorably because of illegal or what is considered immoral behaviors/actions? If he has a fan following, is this prevalent because of the very nature of the Internet (ready access to online communities, blogs, twitter, etc.)?
· Include two secondary sources or outside sources within your essay. Your goal is to support your ideas and synthesize other ideas with your own. You may use the articles that follow this assignment, or you may use your own research. Be sure to use correct MLA formatting when including sources within your essay, and include a properly cited Work Cited page.
As you begin to frame your argument, think about the cultural perceptions of beauty or looks, attitudes about violence and youth, the media's influence, and peoples' perceptions. You can think about these elements based on a close reading and analysis of the readings that are assigned.
