[bookmark: _GoBack]For this assignment, you will need to make your entries into the Project Practitioner Development Spreadsheet (PPD Spreadsheet) and submit the spreadsheet to your instructor. Use this PPD Spreadsheet template to capture and document your project management experiences, education, competencies and development. Using your Module 2 PPD Spreadsheet along with your instructors’ feedback on this assignment, update your 2 PPD Spreadsheet and submit your Module 4, PPD Spreadsheet Entry II to your instructor for this assignment. As stated, for both the Module 2 and 4 PPD Spreadsheet assignments, you may include any project management experience, education, and training that you have encountered in your personal or professional life. Your project management experiences might include the following: building your home, repairing a car, baking a cake, having a party, planning a wedding or even, writing a research paper. Your objective is to document the time (hours/days/weeks) you spent in implementing, planning, executing, monitoring and controlling, and closing these real-world projects including relevant education and training. The projects that you list, may include experience from this project management course or from personal or work-related experience that is related to project management. Each entry should be a minimum of one line in the spreadsheet. Your Module 4 PPD Spreadsheet should include accurate, current experience from the last 8 years and be verifiable. This information should be realistic because you may need to refer to the PPD Spreadsheet information when applying for PMP Certification. Having the PPD spreadsheet will help you support your experience, education and training claims in case you are audited by PMI
