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"Terrorism is not a physical entity that has dimensions to be measured, weighed, and analyzed. It is a social construct; that is, terrorism is defined by different people within vacillating social and political realities" (White, 2014).

Submit a 2 page essay on a historical terrorist event.

    Choose one of the following to write your essay on:
        November 4, 1979 - Fundamentalist Islamic students took 52 Americans hostage at the U.S. Embassy in Tehran, Iran.
        April 19, 1995 - A car bomb destroys the Murrah Federal Building in Oklahoma City, killing 168 people and wounding over 600.
        October 12, 2000 - A terrorist bomb damages the destroyer USS Cole in the port of Aden, Yemen, killing 17 sailors and injuring 39.
        March 20, 1995: A poisonous gas attack devised by Aum Skinrikyo wreaks terror on a Tokyo subway.
        You may also choose to write about other terrorist acts, as long as you secure pre-approval from your instructor.
    Explain the motivating factor and objective for the attack.
    Analyze the terrorist organization that took responsibility for the attack and detail their organizational structure.
    Discuss the terrorist weapon of choice and how this weapon was utilized against the enemy.
    Discuss whether or not this terrorist act could be duplicated.

Your response should be at least two pages, Times New Roman, 12pt font, double-spaced, and include citations for your references.
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
