Frequent Questions and Answers:
Q1: I just want to make sure I do the final exam correctly. How should it be formatted?
[bookmark: _GoBack]A: Do it like the lab assignments (question followed by the answer). Make sure you name is at the top of each page and save the file with the following convention: LastnameFI_Final.doc.
Title page and headers are not required.
Q2: Is there certain grading criteria that we are answering for this exam? It seems like there should be some guidance about how the question is to be answered, like all of our other assignments
A: In general, the criteria I will be looking for will be very similar to those for the individual paper and team assignments. The answers must be correct and complete. Use tables, figures, graphs, charts, diagrams, etc. when needed to support your answer.
Q3: Do we have to email the completed document to you or we will need to submit it to TurnItIn.com?
A. Please do not submit by email. The completed final exam needs to be submitted via your assignment portfolio just as you did with the labs and the individual paper. You are not required to submit through Turnitin.
Q4. Please clarify the maximum length and the format of the answers to each of the 6 Qs?
A. Maximum length answer for each question should be limited to approximately 800 words (2 pages) excluding diagrams, illustrations or other addendum. If in explaining a concept you use someone else’s work, then you must cite it properly following the APA formatting.
Of course, this is also relative to the type of font being used. One page double-spaced Times New Roman tends to be 250-300 words. So in this case you should be aiming for +/- 800 words per answer (closer to 3 pages)
Q5. Are we expected to cite and reference different sources with a reference list for each of the first 5 Qs?
A. THIS DOES NOT APPLY TO Q #6 OF THE EXAM.  As for the rest, the rule “Where you are referencing always cite” applies.
If in explaining a concept you use someone else’s work, then you must cite it properly following the APA formatting.
The number of references is left to one's discretion. There is no minimum or maximum expectation.
Q6. Question 1 & 6 are each worth 30 pts. The remaining questions are each 10 pts. What is the expected level of detail?
A. For the 1st and 6th questions of the exam, I expect a high level, complete, and well explained answer that will contain your overall security design, your recommendations to secure the internal LAN, your recommendations to secure the un-trusted network, your recommendations to secure the trusted network, your security recommendations to provide security to the user connectivity to the internet, and other recommendations that you deem necessary.
All these in the level of detail for management could take at least 2 pages.
